In consideration of all Faith Christian Home Educator’s families, we ask that you refrain
from attending FCHE on a day that your child is experiencing, or has experienced, any of
the following symptoms within the last 24 hours:

» Fever or chills. Participant must be fever free for 24 hours without the help of fever
reducing medication.

Colored Mucus/Ear or Eye drainage

New loss of taste or smell

Diarrhea/Nausea/Vomiting

Coughing or sneezing (non-allergy related)/Difficulty breathing or shortness of
breath

Body/Muscle aches or sore throat

Head lice, bed bugs, or any other parasitic infestation

Rashes (contagious)

Contagious illnesses such as, but not limited to: pink eye, chicken pox, measles,
mumps, rubella, influenza, strep throat.

In the event that your child has any of the above conditions at co-op, you will be notified
and expected to immediately come to pick up your child.

FCHE will do what it can to protect students and families from the risks of illness, but
please understand there is risk involved in all areas of life and, ultimately, parents and
families need to decide what is best for their children.

» FCHE will not require face coverings.
» Students should follow proper handwashing.

This sick policy may be revisited and revised at the discretion of the FCHE Board.
We ask that all FCHE families be mindful of the needs of others and the requirements of
Rockpoint Church.
